Welcome to Camp SoundWaters 2012! Being a Sea Star at Camp SoundWaters is an exciting, 
educational and all around fun time. Many interesting activities are planned that will tickle your 
child’s curiosity about Long Island Sound and the natural world around us. 
 
Parking at Cove Park. Please be sure to hang the yellow parking pass with valid camp dates 
facing the windshield on your rear view mirror. SoundWaters is not responsible for any parking 
fines you might get for not displaying your parking pass properly (it can not just lie down on the 
dashboard).  
 
Camp begins at 9:00 AM (8:30 AM if you signed up for the extended hours) each day in Cove 
Island Park in Stamford. We will meet you and your child in the grassy area between the foot 
bridges inside the park. Sign-in is required with a SoundWaters staff member.  
 
Daily Gear List. Your child will need the following items on a daily basis to bring to the camp.

 Bottle of water with his/her name on it 
 Healthy lunch & Snacks       Swim suit 
 Sun-block         Towel 
 Comfortable shoes  (active wear)      Water shoes (no flip flops) 
 Rain gear  (weather dependent)      Bug spray  (optional) 
 Extra change of clothes                                                     Extra snack (for extended day) 
 Swim lesson items (goggles…)  
 
Footwear must be worn at all times for all activities, even swimming, and all footwear must have a 
back. Old sneakers, water shoes and Teva-style sandals with a back strap are great. Flip-flops 
are not acceptable footwear for Camp! 
 
Please do not send toys, electronic games, trading cards, cell phones to camp. 
 
Camp ends each day at 3:00 PM (5:00 PM for extended day campers). We will meet you in the 
grassy area between the foot bridges where the camper was dropped off in the morning for sign- 
out. A photo ID is required and the person must be listed as authorized on the permission 
slip for pick up.
